Published Admission Number (PAN)

The published admission number for entry to the academy in year 7 is 180.

Sixth form: 250 (of which year 12 is 125). The external PAN for year 12 is 5. If fewer than 120 of
the academy’s own year 11 students transfer into year 12, additional external students will be

admitted until year 12 meets its capacity of 125.

Students wishing to continue their post-16 education with Queen Elizabeth’s Academy do so at the
Hucknall Sixth Form Centre.

Oversubscription criteria — year 7

1 Looked after children and previously looked after children, including those children who
appear (to the admission authority) to have been in state care outside of England and

ceased to be in state care as a result of being adopted.

2 Children who live in the catchment area and who at the time of admission will have a

sibling attending the academy.

Other children who live in the catchment area at the closing date for applications.

Children who live outside the catchment area but who are attending a link feeder

primary school and who will have a sibling at the academy at the time of admission.

5 Children who live outside the catchment area and who, at the time of admission, will

have a sibling attending the academy.
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Up to 25 places to children of Christian families who can demonstrate that:

o the child or parent is ‘at the heart of the Church’ — that is someone who is a
regular, committed worshipper, someone who has worshipped at least twice a
month for 24 months prior to the date of application (including week-day
worship); or

o the child or parent is ‘attached to the Church’ — that is someone who is a regular,
but not a frequent worshipper, someone who has worshipped at least once a
month for 24 months prior to the date of application (including week-day

worship).

Measurement of attendance

In the event that during the period specified for attendance at worship the church has
been closed for public worship and has not provided alternative premises for that
worship, the requirements of these admissions arrangements in relation to attendance
will only apply to the period when the church or alternative premises have been

available for public worship.

Applicants must complete the supplementary information form which can be obtained

from the academy.

Children who live outside the catchment area but who are attending a feeder primary

school at the time of admission.

Children of staff in either or both of the following circumstances:

a) where the member of staff has been employed at the academy for two or more
years at the time at which the application for admission to the Academy is made;
and/or

b) the member of staff is recruited to fill a vacant post where there is a

demonstrable skill shortage.

Other children who live outside the catchment area.
